Mayor Nelson brought the meeting to order with the pledge of allegiance at 7:00pm.
Council Member Jorgenson made a motion to approve minutes June meeting minutes as written, Council Member Maier seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays Carried.
Monthly water report was given. Council Member Maier made a motion to accept the monthly report. Council Member Zeller seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays Carried.  
The Council discussed the revision that needs to be done to the animal ordinance about chickens. That anything that pertains to an ordinance must be clearly written, in black and white. Mayor Nelson will resend the animal ordinance along with amounts for fines to the City Attorney for continued review. After hearing no update on Ordinance 210 the matter was tabled.
The Council and Mayor discussed the 2026 Property Tax Levy and setting budget. 
Mayor Nelson stated that a bid for $500.00 was received from Oak Hill Tree Service for the City tree located on Oak and Main. After a brief discussion, Council Member Mairer made a motion to accept the bid for $500.00 from Oak Hill for the tree in question. Council Member Zeller seconded the motion. 5Yeas, 0Nays. Carried. The council also discussed the possibility of contracting with them in the future to assist in some tree trimming.  The council also discussed a no snow dumping sign or a pylon from the electrical company to secure the electrical main on the corner. 
Mayor Nelson discussed the needs of the water system and needing to work with the engineers to get the PER finished so grants can be written.  Mayor Nelson stated that the USDA log in had been established and they can start the process with the engineer.
Key for pump house was passed to Council Member Mairer
Mayor Nelson discussed getting bids for cleaning and grading the ditches. Bustad submitted a bid for $10,000 to grade and clean ditches. Council Member Milburn made a motion to accept the $10,000 bid from Bustad to clean and grade the ditches. Council Member Mairer seconded the motion. 5Yeas, 0Nays. Carried. 
Mayor Nelson and the council discussed the storm siren in town not being activated during the last severe weather event. The County dispatch supervisor phoned the clerk and it was discussed with the Clerk, the mayor and also the council the need to contact ANCOM to get a bid to get connected the County system. Mayor Nelson stated the Monthly checks of the siren will continue on the first Wednesday of the month at 1:00pm.
Mayor Nelson brought up issue with a cash payment made for a water bill, the box is secure and there is no way to have the City liable for any missing payments that liability falls on the owner of the service. The council advises no cash to the lockbox for water bill payments immediately and if so it’s at the owner’s risk. Mayor Nelson to follow up with owners on this matter. 
Mayor Nelson the dehumidifier from Nagel has been installed in wellhouse, the warranty was included and the dehumidifier is working perfectly during the last check there is zero condensation.  
Council paid bills and Council Member Zeller accepted the treasurers report, Council Member Milburn seconded the motion. 5Yeas, 0Nays. Carried.
Council Member Milburn made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:25pm. Council Member Jorgenson seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays. Carried. Meeting was reopened at 8:26pm in order to discuss item of business omitted during the meeting.
Mayor Nelson discussed the easement on the City Utility ROW that was previously signed by the windmill company. After a brief discussion the mayor and council the matter will be turned over to the League for guidance and then to the City Attorney.

Council Milburn made a motion to Adjourn the meeting at 8:30pm, Council Member Jorgenson seconded the motion. 5Yeas, 0Nays. Carried.
