The Council and Brandon discussed the ditch cleanings, debris and runoff and soil washed into the culverts needs to be addressed and taken care of by an excavating company. Brandon also mentioned some work at the sewage treatment ponds that was completed by Ben,” the right way.”
Mayor Nelson discussed wearing high viz or Sargeant shirts when entering residences for work reasons. Council Member Milburn made a motion to mark high viz vests with City of Sargeant for work purposes. Council Member Zeller seconded the motion. 5Yeas, 0Nays. Carried.
