  Mayor Nelson brought the meeting to order with the pledge of allegiance at 7:00pm.
Council Member Jorgenson made a motion to approve minutes of August meeting minutes as written, Council Member Maier seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays Carried.
 Monthly water report was given. Council Member Jorgenson made a motion to accept the monthly water report. Council Member Maier seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays Carried. The Council and Mayor also discussed the water sample results and it was determined upon a resample, that the spigot had not been disinfected prior the first sampling. Resample came back normal and clean.
Diane submitted the updated treasurer’s report. Council Member Maier made a motion to accept the report. Council Member Jorgenson seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays. Carried.
The Council discussed the revision that needs to be done to the animal ordinance about chickens. After hearing no update on Ordinance 210 the matter was tabled, Mayor Nelson stated that he hasn’t heard back about this topic and feels as if he’s getting the run around. Council Member Zeller stated that maybe its time to get some prices and information from another firm. 
Mayor Nelson stated that he heard back from the Attorney’s office about the easement for the windmills, attorney stated that nothing had been recorded with the previous easement. He stated that there was a high level meeting but that Excel Energy was not present he would rather that they find a different route for the electrical portion. 
Mayor Nelson stated that Oak Hill Tree service has been out and the tree was removed. He stated that there are some stumps that need to be removed and suggested that maybe Richard Jones or randy Swanson could maybe get bids from them to grind out, he stated that he would look into bids. 
Mayor Nelson discussed the needs of the water system and needing to work with the engineers to get the PER finished so grants can be written.  Mayor Nelson stated that the USDA log in had been established and they can start the process with the engineer. 
The Council discussed tree trimming. Mayor Nelson stated that he has been trying to get ahold of E. Macho about lawn mowing and tree trimming but hasn’t gotten anyway he stated that he would try again at about 6:30am.  They discussed the other properties in question about trimming in order to lay more rock on the roads but commented that it may be too late in the year already.
Conversation ensued between Council Member Milburn and Zeller regarding the readings at the pump over the past month. After the discussion both decided to go together and sort out what numbers need to be read. Council Member Zeller noted that he does not want the key again for the remainder of his term. 
Key for pump house was passed to Council Member Jorgenson.
Mayor Nelson stated that he hasn’t seen Bustad in town yet grade and clean ditches.
 Council Member Milburn received the bid from ANCOM in the amount of $5,300 to get connected the County system. Council Member Milburn is trying to make contact with the County about any additional cost for connection to the county but hasn’t had his questions answered yet before the time of the meeting. Mayor Nelson stated the Monthly checks of the siren will continue on the first Wednesday of the month at 1:00pm.
The Council discussed the renewal for the city website. Council Member Milburn was given the city card to renew the subscription pending the cost associated with the renewal. This topic was tabled until more information could be found. 

Council Member Jorgenson made a motion to pay the bills.  Council Member Zeller seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays. Carried

Council Maier made a motion to Adjourn the meeting at 7:53pm, Council Member Milburn seconded the motion. 5Yeas, 0Nays. Carried.
