Mayor Nelson brought the meeting to order with the pledge of allegiance at 7:00pm.
Council Member Maier made a motion to approve minutes June meeting minutes as written, Council Member Zeller seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays Carried.
Monthly water report was given. Council Member Milburn made a motion to accept the monthly report. Council Member Jorgenson seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays Carried.  
The Council discussed the revision that needs to be done to the animal ordinance about chickens. After hearing no update on Ordinance 210 the matter was tabled.
The Council and Mayor discussed the 2026 Property Tax Levy and setting budget. The Council discussed the adjustment of funds balances. $16,000 to the sewer fund, and $8,000 to the water fund. Council Member Jorgenson made a motion to accept the changes to the budget, Council Member Zeller seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0 Nays. Carried.
Mayor Nelson stated that Oak Hill Tree service has been called and should be to town next week. 
Mayor Nelson discussed the needs of the water system and needing to work with the engineers to get the PER finished so grants can be written.  Mayor Nelson stated that the USDA log in had been established and they can start the process with the engineer. He updated the council that since the new dehumidifier has been installed there is zero moisture. 
Key for pump house was passed to Council Member Zeller. He stated that he will be unavailable to do readings on the weekends. Council Member Jorgenson stated that he could help out. 
Mayor Nelson stated that he hasn’t seen Bustad in town yet grade and clean ditches. 
Mayor Nelson stated the siren has been tested and heard. Council Member Milburn is working that ANCOM get a bid to get connected the County system. Mayor Nelson stated the Monthly checks of the siren will continue on the first Wednesday of the month at 1:00pm.
Mayor Nelson the dehumidifier from Nagel has been installed in wellhouse, the warranty was included and the dehumidifier is working perfectly during the last check there is zero condensation.  
Council paid bills and Council Member Zeller accepted the treasurers report the July Statement was unavailable due to bank cut off dates, Council Member Milburn seconded the motion. 5Yeas, 0Nays. Carried.
Council Member Milburn made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:25pm. Council Member Jorgenson seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays. Carried. Meeting was reopened at 8:26pm in order to discuss item of business omitted during the meeting.
Council Member Zeller made a motion to pay Robert Crabtree $100.00 dollars for sweeping rock. Council Member Jorgenson seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays. Carried.
Mayor Nelson discussed the easement on the City Utility ROW that was previously signed by the windmill company. After a brief discussion the mayor and council decided to charge the windmill company Mortenson Wind $35,000 for the crossing of the easement of sewer lines in the City of Sargeant. The council stated that they must bore 25 Feet or deeper to be underneath the sewer lines.
After a short discussion about water and sewer increases,. Citing the needs of the water system : Council Member Zeller made a motion to increase the bills by $15.00 dollars monthly. Council Member Maier seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays. Carried.
The Council discussed different options for the base of the recycling containers.
The Council discussed the renewal for the city website. Council Member Milburn was given the city card to renew the subscription pending the cost associated with the renewal.


    Council Member Maier made a motion to pay the bills, Council Member Zeller seconded the motion. 5Yeas,0Nays. Carried
